Treasurer Blankenship presented the monthly treasurer’s report for the month ending March 31, 2023.  The Report will be filed for future auditing purposes.
The Parks/Maintenance Report was included in the April packet.  Commissioner Bean asked about the Eagle Scout project at Thorndale Park.  Supt. DeGrado informed the Board about the project.  Commissioner Ott and Supt. DeGrado referenced the loss of local resident Wayne Meyers.  Commissioner Jarocinski complimented the park staff on the general cleanup near and around the maintenance facility.   
The Recreation Report was included in the April packet.  Commissioner Ott complimented the staff on the Easter Egg Hunt activities.  Commissioner Jarocinski asked about the present full-time staff openings in the Recreation division.  Commissioner Grygiel referenced the Mother/Son bingo event and the Spring Break camp.  Recreation Supervisor Wogelius answered questions from the Commissioners.
The Finance/HR Report was included in the April packet.  Commissioner Ott thanked staff for their hard work during the fiscal audit process and congratulated staff on the GFOA Award.  This is the 4th consecutive award to the MPD.  
The Risk Management Report was included in the April packet.  There were no questions from Commissioners related to the Risk Management Report.  Staff will be working with PDRMA over the next few weeks on the ongoing Cyber Security insurance measures.   
Attorney Mraz was not in attendance and had no report for the month.  
Director Baum read a letter from a young resident thanking the District for the services we have provided to him over the years.  Commissioner Ott heard from the citizen we worked with on the Springhill Park flooding issue and thanked us for the effort to alleviate the water issues.
Director Baum reported on upcoming events and information at NEDSRA.
Mr. Baum announced that the RMSBO season would be getting underway during the first week of May.  Practices are already underway.  Opening Day ceremonies will take place on Sunday, April 30.    
Director Baum updated the Board on the progress associated with the Goodenough Park playground project.  A grant application instituted by PlayCore will be submitted by May 16 in attempts to attain funds to offset playground equipment costs.  Initial design concepts were provided by Design Perspectives.
All necessary Commissioners and Staff are reminded to submit their information prior to May 1, 2023.
The Park District will have an entry in the upcoming Roselle Rose Parade on June 4, 2023.
The Park District received Developer Donation funds of $3,500 from the Village of Roselle for a property at 63 Plum Grove Road.
Director Baum produced a binder for future use as we move through the mandated Efficiency Act timeline.  A Resolution will be prepared for the May, 2023 meeting.

Director Baum updated the Board on the progress to this point on the development of the new MPD website.

The Project/Activity Log update was provided to Commissioners via electronic mail.  Commissioner Bean asked about where we are with the front counter area upgrades.
Supt. of Finance/HR Piworski introduced Brian LeFevre from Sikich. LLP who presented to the Board of Commissioners the annual Fiscal Audit for the fiscal year ending December 31, 2022.  This report was moved up in the agenda immediately before the Treasurer’s Report.  President Ott thanked Sikich LLP and Park District staff for a job well done.
Director Baum reported on the enclosed copy of the 2023 1st quarter parking lot report for the West Lot at the train station.  Monthly parking numbers continue to improve on a month by month comparison from 2022 figures.    
David Paluch and Jill Renshaw from T-Mobile presented information to the Board and staff about the process to update the MPD phone system to a digital format vs. our present analog format using their Ooma system to replace all of our outdated copper POTS lines which are being removed as the primary source of telephone transmission lines.  Use of the new Ooma system will provide updated and reliable telephone service at a much lesser monthly cost than we are currently incurring.  The ROI (return on investment) will take approx. 6-7 months until we see a significant monthly savings in our facility phone billing.  This presentation was moved up in the agenda immediately before the Treasurer’s Report.  Contracts will be drawn up for the May meeting to begin the change over to the Ooma system.
Director Baum updated the Board on the progress associated with the OSLAD Grant and NFC Fitness Court project.  Staff and Design Perspectives met with DuPage County on the initial permitting process.
Director Baum mentioned the dates typically set aside for the annual park tour are not that long away.  Director Baum will provide Commissioners with possible future date options for the tour in early June.  
There was no old/unfinished business before the board.         
Resident Cukurova had statements before the Board related to a number of past meeting agendas and passed out copies of old agendas to the Board.  He commented about the number of Citizen Comment segments on old and newer agendas.  He also commented on the District’s use of Design Perspectives for professional services at the Goodenough Park project.
