Treasurer Jarosinski presented the monthly treasurer’s report for the month ending March 31, 2021.  The Report will be filed for future auditing purposes.
The Parks/Maintenance Report was included in the April packet.  Commissioner Blankenship asked about the destruction of the new bushes at Manary Park.  The destruction happened post snow melt in 2021.      
The Recreation Report was included in the April packet.  Commissioner Grygiel mentioned that the Mother/Son Bingo Night was a huge success and is looking forward to the Daddy/Daughter Movie Night.
The Safety/Risk Management Report was included in the April packet.  Commissioner Jarocinski asked about the weekly schedule of the Safety Coordinator.  Safety Coordinator Goode is on sight one day per week per the Intergovernmental Agreement.     
The Finance Department Report was included in the April packet.  Commissioner Ott asked if Supt. Piworski had any additional information to relate regarding the 2020 Audit.  General corrections to the draft of the audit were corrected prior to the official documents being presented.     
Attorney Mraz had no report for the month.  
Director Baum reported on upcoming events and information at NEDSRA.
Mr. Baum announced that the RMSBO and Rampage seasons would be getting underway during the first week of May.  Practices are already underway.  Maintenance of fields is already taking place.     
Director Baum reported on the partnership of the five local park districts (Medinah, Roselle, Bloomingdale, Itasca and Wood Dale) on the recent hosting of vaccination clinics.  A total of 1,700+ individuals have been vaccinated to date with an additional 1,000 due for vaccination over the next 21 days.
All necessary Commissioners and Staff are reminded to submit their information prior to May 3, 2021.
Director Baum reported on various miscellaneous items including quotes from Graf Tree Care on providing treatments for our remaining 18 Ash Trees at Nordic and Thorndale Parks and the Metra Lot.  Director Baum also updated the Board on the progress surrounding the updating of the Personnel Policy Manual with Laner Muchin.  Director Baum has had a conversation with the Village of Roselle on investigating if an easement exists for possible future trail system west of Manary Park along the railroad tracks.  The Village staff is undertaking this investigation.  The Board wished to move forward with the new application process with the Ash Tree treatment program.

Supt. of Finance/HR Piworski introduced Brian LeFevre from Sikich. LLP who presented to the Board of Commissioners the annual Fiscal Audit for the fiscal year ending December 31, 2020.  This report was moved up in the agenda immediately following the Treasurer’s Report.  Vice President Grygiel thanked Sikich LLP and Park District staff for a job well done.  Commissioner Blankenship asked Sikich if the District should be looking at other options besides Illinois Funds for account holdings based upon the volatility of the State of Illinois.  The District has every opportunity to look at different institutions for keeping their finances.  Nearly all the Districts funds (Itasca Bank & Trust) are collateralized.  Commissioner Blankenship asked if the auditing firm had an opinion on the District’s decisions to change the trajectory of our salary spending moving into 2021.  The Audit firm does not form an opinion on future scenarios, only on what actually happened in a given fiscal year.  It does not make projections of any possible future fiscal issues.  
Director Baum reported on the enclosed copy of the 2021 1st quarter parking lot report for the West Lot at the train station.   Staff is ticketing cars again as of March, 2021.  Commissioner Jarocinski questioned the reliability of the report.  Per Director Baum, the paid revenues in the report are accurate for the 1st quarter of 2021.   
Director Baum spent time reviewing all necessary items related to the proposed Nordic Park playground development project option that has been discussed at earlier park board meetings.  Staff met with Design Perspectives, Inc. at the site to provide input and options for the project.  An initial Concept Plan has been provided this evening and is in your packets.  Various alternate ideas were also included (bike racks, pavilion, picnic tables, etc.) in the conceptual plan.  Commissioner Ott asked about removal of concrete curbing near the 2-5 play element area.  The 2-5 play area will remain.  Concrete curbing will be removed.  Commissioner Jarocinski asked about certain alternate items increasing the cost.  She also had questions/concerns about the amount of downtime (loss of public use) of the playground during construction time.  Commissioner Blankenship mentioned the need for timeline penalties for a future contractor to make sure construction timelines are adhered to.        
Director Baum said the ongoing Activity/Project Log is included for your perusal.  Staff would be happy to answer any questions related to the document.  Commissioner Jarocinski asked about removal of old goals.  Director Baum mentioned all completed goals from 2018 and 2019 have been eliminated from the log.  Commissioner Ott asked for an update on any future OSLAD data completion for the state (GATA, SAM data entry).   Director Baum stated that necessary data has been inputted into the system.
The annual Park Tour, based upon input from Commissioners, will take place on Wednesday evening, May 5, 2021 beginning at 5:30pm.  Director Baum will create and publicize the necessary documents for this Special Meeting
Commissioner Grygiel asked if there were any comments from the Commissioners.  Commissioner Murphy referenced upcoming youth sports COVID guidelines.  He wished to know what level of government controlled these guidelines.  Director Baum updated the Board on the present guidelines in Phase 4.  Given sports have different requirements based upon the sport and the age of the participant.  Commissioner Blankenship asked if the MPD has a given standard that a Commissioner can relay to park participants if there are questions.  It was suggested ball participants are directed to their particular organization for proper guidelines.  Fall field upgrades in 2021 include park Port-a-toilets.  Commissioner Jarocinski asked about possible security cameras at Meacham Creek and mentioned that a neighbor of the park never saw V3 Construction doing any work in 2020.  Meacham Creek Park has no electric power.  Commissioner Ott mentioned possible handwashing stations in or near the port-a-toilets.  She asked about the hitting backboard at the Thorndale Park tennis courts.  She wondered when this would be installed.  President Ott again mentioned that Commissioners are here to strengthen and further the park & recreation mission of the district, to have an attitude of cooperation and hopes we continue to see this happen.                   
Commissioner Grygiel asked if there were any comments from Citizens.  Citizen Rakowski thanked the Commissioners for the update of information regarding Meacham Creek Park. She again expressed her concerns related to the MPD spending capital dollars on other park/playground projects.  Commissioner Murphy reminded citizen Rakowski that Meacham Creek Park is designated a wetland area and not a traditional active parksite.  Citizen Cukurova handed out a list of written questions primarily related to the Park District Budget & Appropriations Ordinance and park site concerns/possible upgrades at Goodenough Park.  Citizen Meyers asked about the election results of the general consolidated election on April 6, 2021.  Director Baum answered that 3 individuals ran for 3 open spots.  Incumbents Ott and Blankenship as well as Russell Bean were elected to office.  We await the certification of results from the County.  The Tim Marino honorarium options continue before the Board of Commissioners.          
There was no old/unfinished business before the board.
It was moved by Commissioner Blankenship and seconded by Commissioner Ott to approve Resolution 21-4, a resolution approving a Professional Services Agreement between the Medinah Park District and Design Perspectives, Inc. for the 2021 Nordic Park Playground Development Project.
