It was moved by Commissioner Jarocinski and seconded by Commissioner Ott to approve Salaries, Social Security, Medicare and IMRF (liability) for the month ending January 31, 2021 totaling $61,771.59.  Commissioner Ott asked for discussion.  There were three payrolls in the month of January, 2021 according to Director Baum.

The monthly Treasurer’s Report for the month ending January 31, 2021 was read by Treasurer Irene Jarocinski.  Commissioner Ott asked about the CD at Roselle Bank & Trust being cashed out and the funds being transferred to Itasca Bank & Trust.  The check was received on 2/17/21 from Roselle Bank & Trust.   Commissioner Grygiel asked about the CD being closed.  Supt. Piworski mentioned the CD had matured and with them offering nothing in interest we decided to move the funds to Itasca Bank & Trust.  The Treasurers Report will be placed on file for future auditing purposes.
Commissioner Jarocinski asked Supt. DeGrado about snow plowing at various parking lots to include the Metra Lot plowing by ALM Group due to snow fall exceeding 6” per the agreement.  The January 31, 2021 snow fall was well over 10” in total.  Total plowing costs are based upon the contractual rates outlined in the agreement.  
Commissioner Ott asked, with our new open hours, how our registrations were going.  Supt. Wendling outlined specific program registration numbers, especially in youth basketball.  Commissioner Ott asked about Preschool registrations for the 2021-22 school year.  Supt. Wendling mentioned that we have none to date but are still receiving inquiries about the remaining 2020-21 program that runs through May.  
Commissioner Jarocinski asked about a $400 plus bill from Bloomingdale Park District and wondered if it was related to safety supplies.  This invoice was for Mark Goode’s benefit awards that went through Bloomingdale’s payroll system.  Commissioner Ott asked if there were many changes in 2020 due to the COVID situation.  He will further clarify with his annual Safety Report later in the evening.
There were no questions from the Board related to Supt. Piworski’s report.
There was no report from Attorney Mraz.  He will attend meeting later in evening.
Director Baum answered questions from Commissioners related to a number of items within the note section of his report.  Commissioner Ott congratulated the District and Maria Piworski on the GFOA Award.  Director Baum provided a brief update on the District taking on the 2021-22 Before/After School program with School District #11.  Recreation Staff have submitted an IAPD Power Play Grant application, that if successful, would help offset start-up expenses related to this new program.  Commissioner Blankenship asked about the Statements of Economic Interest that candidates for office just filled out in December.  Would those Commissioners be required to fill them out again for this request?  Director Baum stated that all commissioners would be required to file these statements again.  They can fill this information out via an on-line option.  Commissioner Grygiel asked if the Before/After Care program was for students in all 3 school district buildings.  Director Baum said it only included kids in K-5th grade.
Director Baum took time to update the Board on the present lease agreement for the Metra Commuter Parking East Lot.  The lease is set to expire on April 11, 2021.  Negotiations with Metra’s Real Estate division are currently underway.  Per the packet information, Metra has provided one possible option to further the lease for another 20 years into the year 2041.  The Metra option would amend the current lease with the same language as presently exists related to annual fee payments (annual 3% increase) to Metra from the Park District.  The District leases 58 parking spots of the entire East Lot.  We own 26 spots ourselves.  Various other options were brought forth and discussed.  Commissioner Ott mentioned a 1% annual bump.  Commissioner Blankenship mentioned he favored an agreement that would be frozen during economic downturn and grows only during economic upturn.  Commissioner Grygiel asked about Capital project responsibilities.    Commissioners asked Director Baum to continue the negotiation process with Metra and report back as more information is made available.     
Director Baum introduced Safety Coordinator Goode who provided his 2020 Risk Management Report and reviewed the information with the Board of Commissioners.  The report is attainable within the File Copy of the February Board meeting agenda.  1 total incident/accident report and 1 staff injury report was filed during the entire 2020 calendar year.  We continue to currently go through the PDRMA Loss Control Pilot Program as PDRMA’s focus moved away from the Pilot Program due to COVID-19.  Over the last 3 years, our annual liability insurance premiums have been lowered by PDRMA and primarily due to near ZERO claims taking place.   COVID-19 dominated our safety protocols and planning in 2020 as we followed all necessary guidelines outlined by the CDC, Ill. Dept. of Public Health and the DuPage County Health Dept.  Commissioner Jarocinski asked about temperature checks at our facility.  PDRMA prefers that we DO NOT provide temperature checks to those entering our facility.   Commissioner Jarocinski asked Mr. Goode if staff should be getting vaccinated.  Mr. Goode responded that vaccinations are a personal choice.
The Board furthered their discussion about various park site options related to the Playground Equipment Grant we received in late 2020.  Director Baum provided documentation and estimated costs associated with professional services, construction and permitting at both the Nordic and Meacham Creek Park sites provided by Design Perspectives, Inc., our landscape architectural firm.  Commissioner Ott asked about an estimated timeline moving forward.  Director Baum guesstimates construction not beginning until mid to late summer, if not early fall.  Commissioner Grygiel asked about total estimated costs at Meacham Creek Park and Nordic Park, including professional services.  Commissioner Jarocinski asked about various aspects of the Nordic Park estimated costs, what aspects would be undertaken as far as construction and whether the old equipment could be salvaged for donation.  A final decision related to which parksite may be best to move forward with should be in place by the March Board Meeting.  Further fine tuning of estimated costs will continue to take place.  Director Baum suggested that an agreement be in place no later than the April Board Meeting for Professional Services so we can move forward.  Commissioner Jarocinski asked about investigating other architectural firms.  Attorney Mraz informed the Board about what is involved in moving to a new Architectural firm.   Moving to a new firm would extend the timeline many additional months.  Commissioners weighed in on their opinions regarding the better of both sites.   Further discussion will continue in March.
Director Baum updated the Board on the monthly Activity/Project Log and mentioned that the 2021 agency goals and objectives were included in this month’s update.   The Title date will be adjusted.  Please send all questions, comments to Director Baum on this subject.    
Commissioner Ott asked if any Commissioners had any comments.  Commissioner Grygiel asked about the progress with the Board Policy Manual.  Future dates to meet are still being discussed by the Committee.
There were no Citizen Comments before the Board of Commissioners. 
There was no Old/Unfinished Business before the Board of Commissioners.
There was no New Business before the Board of Commissioners.
