The Public Hearing related to the Annual Budget and Appropriations Ordinance for fiscal year 2023 was held.  There was a review of Ordinance options 23-1A and 23-1B: The Combined Annual Budget and Appropriations Ordinance was presented by Executive Director Baum, comments and questions from the Commissioners, reading of any public comments received (none) and comments and questions from the audience (none) took place.  President Ott requested the addition of $200,000 in a land acquisition line item within the capital projects fund of the B&A Ordinance.  Attorney Mraz fully explained the legal process that would allow additional funds to be added to the B&A Ordinance document without the requirement of another 30-day posting of the Ordinance for public review.

Commissioner Blankenship read the Park District’s Treasurer’s Report for the date (month) ending January 31, 2023.    The monthly Treasurer’s Report will be placed on file for future auditing purposes.                          

Samantha Johnson from the Roselle Library District made a presentation to the Board, Staff and attendees about the upcoming April 4, 2023 Roselle Library referendum for the building of a new library building at the present site of the current library.  The referendum would total $22,000,000 in requested funds from the library district community.

Commissioner Ott asked Supt. DeGrado about the order of the new pickup truck and about use of the new Work Order forms.  Commissioner Jarocinski asked about inspections related to the Rec Center elevator and frequency of same.  Commissioner Jarocinski asked about the quantity of picnic tables on site and how we maintain them.  Commissioner Ott commended the parks department and Supt. DeGrado on their work done for the District. 
Commissioner Bean asked about the Fitness Center attendance numbers and their decline over the years and the Open Gym attendance numbers seeing an increase (primarily due to pickleball usage).  Commissioner Blankenship asked about multiple email messages of the same subject matter coming to a single email address.  Supt. Wendling will check the Active Net system on this.  Commissioner Ott asked about registration program revenue figures supplied by Supt. Wendling.  Commissioner Ott commended the department and staff for jobs well done.  Commissioner Jarocinski commented on new programming. 
Commissioner Grygiel asked about the progress of the 2022 fiscal audit.  All field work has been completed. Commissioner Ott thanked/congratulated Supt. Piworksi for her efforts on behalf of the District and the multi-year attainment of the GFOA Award.  
Commissioner Bean asked if Commissioners could take the CPR training provided by the park district.  Safety Coordinator Goode mentioned that the district’s primary responsibility is to train and certify full and part-time staff only.  There are other avenues for Commissioners to attain training.  Can the District provide regular CPR instruction classes to the public?  Commissioner Ott thanked Mr. Goode for his efforts associated with risk management oversight of the district.  
No report was given.
Director Baum mentioned an additional donation from the Felcan family in the amount of $500.00 was provided to the District and to be used as the District sees fit.  Commissioner Ott mentioned taking input from citizens about the wish for more Pickleball courts.
Director Baum highlighted a few NEDSRA activities in his report.
Director Baum stated that Statements of Economic Interest are due by May 1, 2023.  These forms must be completed (via website or mail and returned to the County Clerk’s Office).
President Ott asked that this subject be discussed by Commissioners.  There has been no Board/Staff event since 2019 (pandemic timeline).  Commissioner Ott mentioned that Commissioners find time to get together in an informal setting for some non-District  interaction.  Attorney Mraz reminded the Board that official District business can not be discussed during informal get-togethers.
Staff provided the titles of education sessions taken during the annual IPRA/IAPD Conference in late January, 2023.  Staff thanks the Park Board for allowing for attendance at this year’s conference.   
The monthly Activity/Project Log was included in an email communication to all Commissioners.   Commissioner Bean asked about the elimination of a number of pages to the report and the addition of the new 2023 Agency Goals.  He also commented on the work done to this point on the goal for programming for veterans for the American Legion, not the VFW.
Director Baum mentioned the upcoming Legislative Breakfast at the Bloomingdale Park District on March 17.  If interested, commissioners need to provide an RSVP no later than February 27.
President Ott mentioned that the current MPD Vision Statement may need some updates/changes to the statement.  Commissioners are asked to review the statement and provide further input at the March Board Meeting.  
Safety Coordinator Mark Goode provided his annual Risk Management Report to the Board of Commissioners for fiscal year 2022.   Per the report, Commissioner Jarocinski asked specifically who the employees were that caused various internal vehicle accidents.  That information will not be discussed in open session due to various personnel laws.  Commissioner Jarocinski asked about what goes into the various PDRMA Loss Control staff visits that take place during the year.  Director Baum reported that there will be significant premium increases in PDRMA insurance coverages as part of their 2023-24 fiscal year.    
Executive Director Baum presented the Board with information related to a mandated state of Illinois law that will require all park districts to incorporate a Local Govt. Efficiency Act starting no later than June 10 of 2023 with an 18 - month timeline to complete the processes associated with the Act.  A committee must be formulated and meet three times using the President of the Board and all board members, a minimum of two (2) district citizens and minimally one (1) administrative staff member to delve into the study of local efficiencies and accountabilities, and a written report recommendations to the DuPage County Board.  Upon completion of work, the committee would be disbanded.  This would be a requirement of the District every ten (10) years.
Director Baum provided a quick update on the OSLAD project.  Can we incorporate the NFC Fitness Court into the OSLAD project?  Conversations with IDNR are ongoing related to this option.  IDNR needs to be aware of any changes to the information provided in the original application.  The original application provided for 3 small exercise pods with an approximate value of $29,000.   There is also a possibility to move/relocate some or all of the proposed game court elsewhere on the property.  Communication with the County is taking place for initial meetings for the start of the permitting process.  There was general discussion on the north/south depth (in feet) of the south Thorndale lot.  President Ott provided some rough drawings she drew up as relates to various options for the project.  All final versions will be predicated on staying inside the 100 ft. wetland buffer that infringes on the parking lot area.
President Ott asked Commissioners if there is an interest in the District providing them with tablets, I-pads, etc. for park district business as opposed to using personal items in the conduct of business.  Attorney Mraz mentioned that no matter what devise is used, they fall under the guidelines of the Open Meetings Act.  For now, there is not an interest in providing these devices at this time.  Commissioner Bean is concerned with the interaction/communication factor at meetings with devices in front of them.
Commissioner Grygiel asked about the timeline associated with the delivery of the new park signs that will be designated at each park site.  We are looking at delivery at approximately the middle of March.
Citizen Cukurova was complimentary of the recent Daddy/Daughter Date Night held at the Recreation Center.  He had questions related to start times for specialized camps that take place during school non attendance days/weeks that are provided by the District. He also had a legal question related to term limits for park commissioners.  The Illinois Park Code establishes no term limit mandates for park districts.
Per direction of Attorney Mraz, it was moved by Commissioner Grygiel and seconded by Commissioner Bean to approve the changes on page 11 of the B&A Ordinance of the Medinah Park District to include an additional line item under Capital Projects Fund for land acquisition of $200,000.00 and that all corresponding totals in the Capital Projects Fund and B&A Summary on page 11 equal the addition of the $200,000 addition.  The new totals in the summary are now $2,731,386.00 budgeted and $3,414,247.00 appropriated.  Commissioner Ott asked for discussion.  There was none.
