Commissioner Ott mentioned information from a Bloomingdale Township member regarding Meacham Creek Park and their use of the park.       
There were NO citizen comments.

It was moved by Commissioner Blankenship and seconded by Commissioner Bean to approve the payment of past bills dated December 16, 2021 totaling $5,162.85.  Commissioner Ott asked for discussion.  Commissioner Jarocinski asked about the District’s custodial vendor, Jani-King and if this vendor will still be contracted for fiscal year 2022.

The Treasurer’s Report ending December 31, 2021 was presented by Treasurer Blankenship.  The report will be filed for future auditing purposes.  
The Parks division report was filed in the Board Packet.  Commissioner Jarocinski asked about facility rental usage.  This question should come under the Recreation Division report, not parks.  Ice rink is reopen after a 3 year hiatus.      
The Recreation division report was filed in the Board Packet.  Supt. Wendling reported that he provided Director Baum with a listing of website providers that local park district agencies are currently contracting with.  This list can be used as we enter into supplying an RFP for a new website design contractor.  He also answered questions related to rental usage and procedures for renters of our facilities.  Commissioner Ott mentioned she is on various local park district email lists to attain general information. 
The Risk Management/Safety report was filed in the Board Packet.  The 2021 Risk Management Report will be presented at the February 16 Board Meeting.  Batteries were replaced in our Fire Alarm panel in the gym closet for Norcomm.  The regular alarm panel in the vestibule we set upon exit and entry to building needs to be replaced.   
The Finance/HR division report was filed in the Board Packet.  The preliminary 2021 fiscal audit process started on January 14 and will continue on site from February 7-11.  There is no update on the recent GFOA Award timeline.  There have been no further issues related to the check fraud situation.  
There was No Attorney’s Report filed.
The Director’s Report (Notes) was provided to the Board via the monthly Board Packet.  Director Baum provided a very brief overview of each Note subject matter.  Commissioners had no questions related to the Notes from Director Baum.  Items listed under Notes are listed in the right column of these minutes.
Executive Director Baum referenced the 3rd and final draft of the 2022 fiscal budget to Commissioners for review and discussion that was delivered to Commissioners on January 7.  A number of line-item entries were highlighted and discussed by Director Baum and the Board to include end of year approximate fund balances, changes to revenues and expenses related to the 2nd draft and revenues procured within the Recreation Dept.  Questions from Commissioners related to the fiscal budget line items and tentative Budget & Appropriations were asked and answered.  We are moving into the 2022 fiscal year with approx. fund balances of $1,820,439 based upon final audit figures.  Should all revenues and expenditures happen in 2022, a year end fund balance should be in the vicinity of $1,400,000.  The OSLAD Grant application budget numbers are presently in the 2022 and 2023 budgets but we have yet to hear from IDNR about the grant.   Comissioner Ott asked about budgeted numbers for capital development at Meacham Creek Park.  Director Baum directed her to the budgeted numbers for this in the document.  Commissioner Bean asked about upcoming budgeted projects at Goodenough Park.
Director Baum mentioned that the Metra West parking lot 4th quarter/end of year data for 2021 is provided.  Based upon year end revenue figures, we have adjusted our 2022 fiscal year revenue projections.  Commissioner Ott asked about our lease agreement requirements as relates to capital improvements on the west lot as we have a substantial level of money set aside for future resurfacing of the parking lot.  Staff is presently inquiring with the Village of Roselle to see if we can be part of their 2022 road asphalting RFP.
Park District Superintendent of Recreation Frank Wendling was awarded with a Five Year Staff Appreciation plaque for his time spent here at the District, starting in 2016.  Congratulations to Supt. Wendling were provided by the Park Board.
Commissioner Ott asked if there were any Comments from the Commissioners. Commissioner Jarocinski asked how the District disposes of vehicles that are no longer useful to the District.  Director Baum provided the various ways the District can legally dispose of capital items.  Commissioner Jarocinski asked about the individual fiscal budget drafts and whether we can find a way that is easier for Board members to see the changes from draft to draft.  Also..can the end of month fiscal budget reports be provided via electronic means to each Commissioner vs. in hard copy.  Supt. Piworski will check on this within the BSA financial system.  Commissioner Blankenship asked if the annual budget drafts can be provided in various formats (excel, etc.) to the Commissioners.   Commissioner Ott presented a donation check to the District from the Ott family.  Individual donations to the District can be listed on the monthly Recreation or Financial division reports.
Wayne Meyers mentioned the future increase in freight train traffic that will be coming through the community due to the merge of railroad companies.  Gokhan Cukurova asked about the 2022 fiscal budget dollars for Goodenough Park and whether these funds were to be used in 2022.
There was no unfinished business before the Board of Commissioner.
It was moved by Commissioner Blankenship and seconded by Commissioner Bean to approve in “Tentative Form” as presented, Ordinance 22-1, the Combined Budget & Appropriations Ordinance of the Medinah Park District, DuPage County, IL for its fiscal year January 1, 2022 through December 31, 2022.
