Treasurer Blankenship presented the monthly treasurer’s report for the month ending April 30, 2023.  The report will be kept on file for future auditing purposes.  
The Parks/Maintenance Report was provided by Supt. DeGrado.  Commissioner Bean asked about the health of the 20 arboretum trees that were planted in fall, 2022.  Commissioner Ott referenced the new park sign at Thorndale Park.  
The Recreation Report was not filed for the month of May.  Commissioner Ott referenced the Park-a-Palooza event.  Director Baum referenced program the spring program season finishing up and new registrations coming in for the summer season.      
The Finance Department Report was provided by Supt. Piworski.   All audit requirements have been met with exception of filing audit with IDNR.   

The Safety/Risk Management Report was provided by Director Baum.  Commissioner Grygiel asked about the various safety manuals being produced.  All have been updated and completed, per Director Baum.  Commissioner Jarocinski asked about annual facility inspections by the Fire Department.  Director Baum mentioned that inspection timing is entirely up to the Fire Department and that they do not pre-schedule times for inspections.
There was no report by Attorney Mraz.
Staff received a thank you from the Elementary District #11 PTO for submitting a prize/donation to their annual fundraising bingo event.  Commissioner Ott received a comment on the MPD Commissioner email from citizen Cukurova referencing dollar amounts for purchasing, Goodenough Park parking area and Commissioner awareness of the open Supt. of Rec position.  She commented to citizen Cukurova on use of Commissioner private emails.  Commissioner Blankenship asked Commissioner Ott how the communication to citizen Cukurova were answered and if the other Commissioners were included.  Discussion on the proper response to citizen inquiries took place.  Commissioner Jarocinski mentioned comments from the public about a private citizen’s property.  This is a Township matter, not a Park District matter.  Commissioner Bean mentioned that comments from citizens about the Fitness Center equipment needs attention.   
Commissioner Ott mentioned the tennis court fabric installation.  She asked about quoting for the concrete work for the NFC grant.  She mentioned the need for discussion about filling the future Executive Director open position upon the retirement of Director Baum at the end of the current fiscal year.  Various information was provided by Commissioner Ott to the other commissioners for the Director search.  Commissioner Bean was impressed with the IAPD search documents and felt it warranted further investigation.  Commissioner Blankenship expressed his concerns from a timeline situation and what Commissioners time is worth is doing a search internally.  The June agenda will include information on possibly moving forward with IAPD on Executive Director search approval.  Commissioner Ott also brought up for discussion the Government Efficiency Act timeline.  Discussion surrounded future dates to hold an initial meeting.  A date of June 6, 2023 as an initial meeting date was agreed upon at 6:00pm.  Residents Fran Chvalovsky and Ray Kubalewski were introduced as citizen committee members.  Future meeting dates could be held on the evenings of future board meetings.  Director Baum mentioned a webinar to take place hosted by IAPD in late June, 2023 surrounding this subject matter.  Commissioner Jarocinski asked about the cleaning/power washing of the outside of the building.  
There were no Citizen Comments.
Director Baum reported on upcoming events and operations at NEDSRA.     
Discussion of this topic already has taken place earlier in the meeting.
Director Baum mentioned that the June Board meeting traditionally handles the elections and appointments of board officers and other required positions. 
All 2022 Audit requirements are being met by the end of the month of May (County, PDRMA, financial houses).
Director Baum updated the Board on the Supt. of Recreation search timeline.  All 2nd round interviewing is complete.  Director Baum will provide the Board with his decision on our next Supt. in the coming week.

The Activity Project Log was provided to Commissioners via email.
Director Baum included information on the District’s tax exempt properties and documentation that will be forwarded to the County in May, 2023. All District properties are exempt from taxation with exception of one property we share with DuPage County Forest Preserve.
Director Baum mentioned a possible future need to entertain an updated MPD logo but with new outdoor park signage this is now a mute point.
Director Baum updated the Board on the OSLAD, NFC and Goodenough Park projects.  Design work on OSLAD info is working its way through architecture and county review stages. We wish to have the NFC project completed prior to the MPD Harvest Fest on Sept. 23.  Director Baum completed the grant application work for the Goodenough Park playground project.  We will know by June 1 if our application is successful.  If so, as much as 75% of the cost of playground equipment will be undertaken by GameTime and PlayCore.  There was lengthy discussion surrounding professional design work for the NFC work at South Thorndale and general approval of professional services for that design work.  We estimate going to bid in late May with a mid-June bid opening for a contractor. The Director asked that the Board approves that staff be allowed to move forward with attaining professional services.  This was approved.
There was no Old/Unfinished business before the Board of Commissioners. 
It was moved by Commissioner Bean and seconded by Commissioner Blankenship to approve Resolution 23-12, a resolution approving an agreement between the Medinah Park District and Action Printing, Inc. for seasonal brochure printing services.  Commissioner Ott asked for discussion.  There was none.
