The fiscal year (FY) 2024 financial audit is complete. The district will be seeking
board approval of the audit at the July 16" Board Meeting. Brian Lefevre, partner
of Sikich CPA LLC will be at the July 16" Board Meeting to go over the audit. | will
be applying for the Certificate of Excellence in Financial Reporting award with the
Government Finance Officers Association (GFOA) in the hopes that Medinah Park
District will receive this award for the seventh consecutive year.

The Annual Financial Report for FY 2024 has been reviewed by me and | have
signed off to allow Sikich to file the report with the lllinois State Comptroller’s
office on MPD’s behalf.

| have completed the request by PDRMA for FY 2024 Operating Expenditures and
have sent that request along with a copy of Medinah Park District’s FY 2024 audit
to PDRMA as they have been waiting and asking for this information. All
organizations that need MPD’s audit will be sent a copy.

Medinah Park District received tax levy payments in June from DuPage County in
the amount of $586,183.69. This amount was deposited into Itasca Bank. | will be
transferring a large portion of this payment to MPD’s lllinois Funds account as the
interest rate earned in lllinois Funds is significantly better.

The district is still waiting for $200,000 to be received from the Illinois
Department of Natural Resources (IDNR) for reimbursement of the completion of
the Thorndale Park renovation OSLAD grant.



Recreation Department Board Report

July 16, 2025
Summer Camp

Summer camp is already over half-way through the summer with this being the 6" week out of 11 total
weeks. Overall camp has been going very well with a great group of campers and counselors. The camp
has taken field trips to Santa’s Village, Philips Park Zoo, and the Schaumburg Sports Center. Our CIT and
little critters camps have also had participation this whole summer which has allowed them to run. We
currently have a total of 523 total registrations for an expected revenue total of $87,342. This is
compared to 419 registrations and $78,504 on this date last summer.

Seniors

Adult Trips

The Branson Trip took place from June 237-27%. There were a total of 18 participants enrolled. There
was some mixed feedback about this trip. Staff will be taking the survey results and feedback from
patrons to evaluate the large adult trips we offer in the future.

We will be taking an adult trop to a Cubs game on Tuesday, August 5% There are currently 20 enrolled
from the three districts and enroliment has been capped as we can no longer purchase additional tickets.

Special Events

Concerts in the Park

This district hosted School of Rock for a concert in the park on Thursday, June 12", There were
approximately 50 people in attendance. The band Dream Currents are scheduled to perform on
Thursday, July 10™.

Dog Days of Summer

This event took place on Saturday, June 21° from 10am-12pm. Due to excessive heat, the event was
moved into the gymnasium. Most vendors who were scheduled to participate in the event still attended,
and while participation suffered due to the conditions, we still estimated that around 50 people
attended the event. Participating organizations included: Chicagoland Dog Rescue, Dupage County
Sheriff’s Office K-9 unit, Fetching Tails Foundation, and Lake Street Animal Hospital.

Upcoming Events:

Touch-A-Truck

Our touch a truck event will take place on Saturday, July 12" from 11am-1pm. Organizations
participating in this event: Roselle Fire and Police, Dupage County Sheriff, Kona Ice, Innovation
Landscaping, American Red Cross, West & Sons Towing, Dumpster Rescue, First Student Bus, Flood
Brothers, and MPD vehicles will be on display.

Little Scholars Early Childhood

Our preschool and playschool programs will now become Little Scholars Preschool, and Little Scholars
Early Childhood Enrichment. We currently have 3 registered for Preschool, and 2 for Early Childhood
Enrichment. Both are very encouraging for this time of year. There will be a preschool open house on




Tuesday, July 15", We have many families that are communicating interest in the program and the open
house, and staff is anticipating strong numbers for both programs in the fall.

Rentals

Rentals have slowed down for a bit over the summer. One of our main weekday evening basketball
renters take a break over the summer season, but we have a new evening basketball renter this year that
takes the gym every Tuesday and Thursday through the summer. There has also been a consistent
baseball field rental through the spring and summer and will continue through the fall. We have still
been having rentals most weekend days as well. Rental income is at $25,373 through June, compared to
$16,767 through June of 2024,

Fitness Center
In June we had 235 fitness center visits. This is compared to 256 in May and 171 in June of 2024.

There are a total of 72 fitness members. This is compared to 72 in May and 58 in June of 2024.

Open Gym

The district had a total of 180 open gym visits in the month of June. This is compared to 203 in May and
170 in May of 2024. There are a total of 36 open gym memberships. This is compared to 35 in the month
of June.

MyRec

The district will be transitioning to a new recreation software called MyRec on August 1*. Full-Time Staff
have been going through self-trainings on the software and will begin meeting more with MyRec staff
over the next few weeks. Part-time staff trainings will also take place during this time.



Safety Coordinator Report

July 16, 2025

PDRMA SMART Goal: The 2025 SMART Goal for the Medinah Park District will be to evaluate, create,
update, and implement facility operation training for all staff. The safety committee and staff have been
gathering information on our current systems. The goal will be to have a single document that explains
all building operations. This project is set to be completed in October of 2025. Staff will start to meet
weekly on this project to progress in accordance with the project timeline

ERMF: The Essentials of Risk Management Form is a tool used by PDRMA to assess and track safety
comprehension and effectiveness at the park district. The form is a series of safety related questions
about the district operations and how we are addressing these safety topics in the district. | had a
meeting with our PDRMA rep, Mary Pedersen, on Wednesday, June 4" to discuss.

PDRMA Visit: Our PDRMA Rep, Mary Pedersen, visited with the district on Tuesday, July 8. We did a
tour of the summer camp where Mary and I talked with camp staff about their procedures. All staff did
very well, and Mary had some additional tips for our staff to ensure our campers are having a safe and

fun summer.



Park Maintenance Report

Sports Fields

With the use of the ballfields winding down now this time of year, weeds are always taking up root on the
infields and require constant removal. This is completed by dragging infields, line trimming fence lines, and by
spraying. We have continued this process on all of our ballfields throughout the growing season and have seen
great results. Staff are now focusing efforts on base adjustments and re-leveling fields, as well as some cosmetic
work on dugouts and bleacher pads for preparation for our fall season.

Tree Base Cleanup

The crew, Dan and I have started to clean-up and remove any low branches and re-sprouts from the bases of
parks trees and have installed a thick layer of recycled mulch for a better and more uniform appearance. We
began with Commissioners Park and have so far also completed Nordic, Springhill, and the front of Manary.
We are planning on continuing the process next week to complete all of our parks this summer season.

CRC Gymnasium

For safety reason parks staff has constructed four custom ply-wood end caps for the wooden retractable
bleachers in the CRC gymnasium. Whenever balls would make their way under the bleachers, someone would
have to get them out from underneath, which would pose a safety hazard due to the low planks and many sharp
metal corner edges. The new end caps now prevent any balls or any access at all to the undersides of the
bleachers.

Weed Removal Manary Plaveround

The maintenance staff and [ have removed unwanted weeds from the Manary playground landscape beds that
follow alongside the trail system by the playground pavilion. Staff had also trimmed bushes that also are
incorporated in the landscape beds giving it a better organized look.

Tennis Courts Nets

We have installed two new tennis nets at Thorndale Park tennis courts that were in some rough shape. The new
nets were installed in the two west courts closest to the playground. All four courts now have newer nets and are
in good shape.



CRC Building

Staff has begun removing weeds and trimming bushes in front and around the CRC building. We have also
added some new plantings including Corral Bells, Hosta’s, and Ground Ivy’s for ground cover. Staff was also
able to repair both of the outdoor drinking fountains and install a new American flag on the front flagpole.

Riha Park Sign

We have reinstalled the Riha Park title sign in the same location as it was before. Since this sign had to be
installed twice, we had to order new hardware and hope that everything would fit back together properly. With
some luck and a good team effort, we got the sign installed wonderfully.

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DIRECTOR’S REPORT
July 16, 2025

A. Notes

[. Action Printing — Autumn Brochure: The autumn brochure has been sent to Action Printing. Action will
print 4,000 copies of the brochure and send them to the Medinah Post Office for delivery. On delivery to the
post office, Action Printing will provide the USPS with the mailing list. A portion of the brochures will come
back to the park district for participants or community members who may need a copy or may not have received
the brochure at a home address.

2. Village of Itasca Impact Fee — March. 2021: On March 16, 2021 the Medinah Park District was incorrectly
paid $19.269.44 by the Village of Itasca for impact fees based on the construction of townhomes within the
boundaries of the Itasca Park District. As such, the Medinah Park District will hold an outstanding credit to the
Village of Itasca and, if any future construction projects take place in Itasca within the boarders of the Medinah
Park District, that credit will be exhausted prior to any additional payments made. In no way does this effect the
budget or current finances of the park district.

3. NEDSRA: The main fundraising program for NEDSRA, the Larry Roesch Golf Classic, takes place
September 11, 2025 at the Glendale Lakes Golf Club. This is the one main fundraiser and golf outing in which
the park district is budgeted to participate. [f any Commissioners are interested in participating in the foursome,
please contact Executive Director Muenz.

The elevator project, replacing the current elevator shared with the Addison Park District at the Centennial
Recreation Center, has run into some delays and failed the initial county inspection. NEDSRA and the Addison
Park District are currently working with Otis Elevator on the project.

The first payments of NEDSRA member contributions have been invoiced and the Medinah Park District has
sent the first of two payments in the amount of $54,317.88.

4. OSLAD/DCEO Grant Updates: The Medinah Park District is waiting for the final $200,000 reimbursement
for the Thorndale Park OSLAD (Open Space Land Acquisition Development) project. which was completed in
the spring of 2025. Based on the information provided by the representative of the State of Illinois, the
department was given a deadline of June 10, 2025 for payment to be processed for the state fiscal year of 2025.
The representative stated the Conservation Grant department did not meet that deadline and the reimbursement
will be processed for the State of Illinois fiscal year of 2026. The park district’s documentation has been entered
and district staff has been told as soon as the processes are rolled to fiscal year 2026, the payment will be made.
The State of Illinois fiscal year 2026 began on July 1, 2025.

As of July 11,2025, no update was provided for the DCEO (Department of Commerce and Economic
Opportunity) grant. The park district has applied for $22,500 for updates and purchase of equipment for the
HVAC system in the Walnut Room in the Connolly Recreation Center.

B. Items for Discussion

[. NRPA Conference Attendance: The 2025 fiscal year budget includes funds for the Executive Director to
attend the NRPA conference, being held in Orlando. FL. This conference is widely recognized as a leading
educational program in the parks and recreation field in the country. The conference offers a wide range of
educational sessions, workshops and keynote presentations led by experts in the industry as well as the ability to
view the latest products, technologies and services available to enhance the experiences of staff and public. This
conference allows for strategies to better serve the community and meet the diverse needs of the residents. |
request the Commissioners consider this request to attend the NRPA annual conference.

2. Commissioners Park No Parking Zone: Bloomingdale Township has been contacted regarding the No
Parking signs for the area on Woodview Drive and have been asked to install the signage to create the no




parking zone. Prior to installation. Bloomingdale Township staff will have to work with JULIE to mark out any
buried lines. The CAUTION — Watch for Cars sign has been delivered to the park district offices and will be
installed by the parks staff to complete the sign project. Commissioner Scafidi requested a discussion take place
regarding the option of a parking lot on site as well. The Ex. Dir. has been in contact with the staff of the
Bloomingdale Township regarding a meeting with an engineer to gauge the feasibility of a parking lot on site
from an engineering perspective. Once that meeting takes place and more information is provided. it will allow
for a more informed decision on community input, size and scope of a potential project as well as costs
associated.

3. PDRMA Health Program Membership: [ have included a letter from PDRMA regarding the employee
health insurance coverage. The contract the agency has with PDRMA to provide health benefits expires in
February. 2026 and the district has been provided a window up through October 4, 2025 to replace the health
insurance vendor. The park district staff strongly suggests continuing with PDRMA for health benefits but will
provide the Board with any requested information to make an informed decision. This may be revisited at a
future meeting if necessary.

4. Meacham Creek Park Natural Area: Staff and two Board members met via Teams with staff from DuPage
County regarding restrictions and requirements for completing projects at Meacham Creek Park. Options,
including the completion of the walking path, a natural play feature, a shade structure and parking lot were
discussed. With costs associated with any of the options, staff and Board should discuss each item as well as the
fiscal year budget for 2025 or capital plan for fiscal year 2026.

5. 2026 OSLAD Grant Cycle: The 2026 OSLAD grant cycle schedule has been released. The State of Illinois
has $35.000,000 to provide to agencies and the deadline for applications is September 30, 2025. Staff has
worked on a 5 year capital plan and will provide this information to the Board once complete and a narrowed
focus will be required along with budgetary amounts for each option.

6. Board of Commissioner Seats: The Executive Director has collected resumes and information from
interested parties and sent all information to the Commissioners. The deadline to provide information to the
park district was Tuesday, July 15 at 5:00pm. A special meeting is to be scheduled to interview prospective
Board Commissioners. If the Board feels they have received a satisfactory number of interested parties. staff
suggests scheduling a special meeting for interviews at a date in the near future.

C. Plaques for Marvann Grvgiel and Augie Felcan

The park district staff has been contacted previously by the family of Augie Felcan regarding a plaque. Mr.
Felcan was an early volunteer with the Medinah Park District and was instrumental in many aspects of the
district, including baseball fields. The staff suggests the purchase of a plaque honoring Mr. Felcan.
Previously, it was agreed upon by the Board to purchase a tree plaque to honor Commissioner Maryann
Grygiel. Prior to purchase of the plaque. it was suggested that a discussion take place regarding other options.
including the purchase of a bench.

NEW BUSINESS

A. Resolution 25-14: Otis Elevator:




The park district was made aware that the door to the elevator at the Connolly Recreation Center is no longer
compliant with state and county regulations. While the unit is rarely used. a door locking mechanism must be
constructed. In the case of a malfunction, currently the door may be pried open while the elevator is between
floors, creating a safety concern. This mechanism will lock the doors while in between floors of the building,
not allowing the doors to be opened until brought to either the basement or the main floor.

Suggested Motion: | move to approve Resolution 25-14, a contract with the Otis Elevator Company to
construct a locking mechanism for the elevator at the Connolly Recreation Center, in compliance with the

County of DuPage and the State of [llinois.

B. Comprehensive Financial Report — Sikich

Enclosed for Board review is a copy of the Audited Financial Statements of the Medinah Park District for the
fiscal year ending December 31, 2024, The format of the audit is similar to past audits, with minor changes
having taken place in response to annual accounting standards. Staff is recommending approval of the 2024
annual fiscal audit and will be pleased. along with our audit firm Sikich, LLC to answer any questions.

Dear Director Muenz:

At the request of Village Administrator Ergo, the Village of Itasca had its financial partner audit Impact Fee payments to
each local governmental unit from January 2021 to present. The Village found 1 permit to which Impact Fees for Medinah
Park District apply.

Please note, on March 16, 2021, the Medinah Park District was inadvertently paid for townhomes constructed at 407-421
Pierce Road. These townhomes are located within the boundaries of the Itasca Park District. As such, Medinah Park
District’s account has an outstanding credit of $19,269.44 after the payment was applied to Permit # 29826. This credit
will be applied to future impact fee payments due to the Park District.

The delay in processing impact fees was due to both a change of staff and an oversight in the set-up of new financial
software, which failed to notify staff that payment needed to be made. The software issues have been resolved and the
Village has added a process to its year-end close of business to review all Impact Fees collected for the previous fiscal
year and process payment to taxing bodies by the end of the first quarter of the next fiscal year.

SCOPE OF WORK

(2) MECHANICAL DOOR RESTRICTORS - Front & Rear Opening

A Mechanical Door Restrictor (MDR) will be installed on the elevator car to restrict exiting the elevator when
the car is more than 18 inches away from a floor landing. This exit deterrent is in accordance with the
requirements of ASME A17.1 rule 111.12. When a car is greater than 18 inches from the floor landing, the
elevator doors will not open more than 4 inches. Although the door will be locked from inside the elevator,
the door can be easily unlocked by trained personnel from the outside of the door. This helps frained
personnel to release passengers when the elevator is stalled.

The device is a fully mechanical locking mechanism that mounts on the car door and works in conjunction
with the elevator's existing locks. If the car is positioned in the floor landing zone, the MDR locking
mechanism physically detects being in the landing zone and the car doors are free to open. If the caris
outside the landing zone, the locking mechanism is designed to lock the car doors. When help arrives, the
MDR allows trained personnel to unlock the device and evacuate passengers quickly and easily.

This quotation is subject to change or withdrawal by us prior to acceptance by you.

The work shall be performed for the agreed price plus any applicable sales, excise or similar taxes as required by law. In addition
to the agreed price, you shall pay to us any future applicable tax imposed on us, our suppliers or you in connection with the
performance of the work described.

Payments shall be made as follows: A down payment of One Hundred percent (100.0%) of the price shall be paid by you upon
your signing of this document. Full payment shall be made on completion if the work is completed within a thirty days period. If
the work is not completed within a thirty day period, monthly progress payments shall be made based on the value of any
equipment ready or delivered. We reserve the right to discontinue our work at any fime until payments shall have been made
as agreed and we have assurance satisfactory to us that subsequent payments will be made when due. Payments not received
within thirty (30) days of the date of invoice shall be subject to interest accrued at the rate of eighteen percent (18%) per annum
or at the maximum rate allowed by applicable law, whichever is less. We shall also be entitled to reimbursement from you of
the expenses, including attorney's fees, incurred in collecting any overdue payments.

Our performance is conditioned upon your securing any required governmental approvals for the installation of any equipment
provided hereunder and your providing our workmen with a safe place in which to work. Additionally, you agree to notify us if
you are aware or become aware prior to the completion of the work of the existence of asbestos or other hazardous material
in any elevator hoistway, machine room, hallway or other place in the building where Otis personnel are or may be required to
perform their work. In the event it should become necessary to abate, encapsulate or remove asbestos or other hazardous
materials from the building, you agree to be responsible for such abatement, encapsulation or removal, and in such event Otis
shall be entitled to delay its work until it is determined to our satisfaction that no hazard exists and compensation for delays
encountered if such delay is more than sixty (60) days. In any event, we reserve the right to discontinue our work in the building
whenever in our opinion this provision is being violated.

Unless otherwise agreed in writing, it is understood that the work shall be performed during our regular working hours of our
regular working days. If overtime work is mutually agreed upon and performed, an additional charge therefore, at our usual
rates for such work, shall be added to the contract price. The performance of our work hereunder is conditioned on your
performing the preparatory work and supplying the necessary data specified on the front of this proposal or in the attached
specification, if any. Should we be required to make an unscheduled return to your site to begin or complete the work due to
your request, acts or omissions, then such return visits shall be subject to additional charges at our then current labor rates.

Title to any material to be furnished hereunder shall pass to you when final payment for such material is received. In addition,
we shall retain a security interest in all material furnished hereunder and not paid for in full. You agree that a copy of this
Agreement may be used as a financing statement for the purpose of placing upon public record our interest in any material
furnished hereunder, and you agree to execute a UCC -1 form or any other document reasonably requested by us for that
purpose.

Except insofar as your equipment may be covered by an Otis maintenance or service contract, it is agreed that we will make
no examination of your equipment other than that necessary to do the work described in this contract and assume no
responsibility for any part of your equipment except that upon which work has been done under this contract.

Ofis shall not be liable for any loss, damage or delay due to any cause beyond our reasonable control including, but not limited
to, acts of government, strikes, lockouts, other labor disputes, fire, explosion, theft, floods, water damage, weather damage,
extreme weather, traffic conditions, epidemic, pandemic, quarantine (including Covid-19), sabotage, cyber security, national
emergency, act of terrorism, earthquake, riot, civil commotion, war or insurrection, vandalism, misuse, abuse, mischief, or acts
of God or nature.

In the event that Ofis is requested to provide hoistway
cartop/pit access to you, and/or to third parties acting at your request, direction, or control, and which may be subject to
additional charges at Otis' sole discretion, then in addition to the foregoing defense, indemnity and hold harmless obligations,
you shall carry and maintain the following insurance throughout the duration of such work in the hoistway/cartop/pit areas, and
will furnish to Ofis a certificate of insurance evidencing the following: Commercial General Liability insurance, written on an
occurrence basis, with limits on a per occurrence basis of at least $2,000,000 for personal injury or death, and $2,000,000 for
property damage, naming Ofis as additional insured. Such insurance shall be issued by an insurer authorized to do business in
the state or province where the property is located and the equipment and/or services are to be rendered, shall contain a
clause in the policy setting forth the insurer's acceptance of liability as set forth in this agreement, and a clause pursuant to
which the insurer waives any right of subrogation as to Ofis.
